
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF

DIRECTORS OF CRESTLINE VILLAGE WATER DISTRICT

june 15, 2010
CALL TO ORDER AND FLAG SALUTE:  President Huckell called the Regular Meeting of the Board of Directors of Crestline Village Water District to order at 3:00 pm, on Tuesday, June 15 2010, at the regular meeting place of said Board at its office in Crestline, California.  

ROLL CALL:  Present were President William Huckell, Directors Kenneth Stone, Steven Farrell, Rosemarie Wiegand and Darel Davis.  

Staff members present were General Manager Karl B. Drew, Attorney Ronald Van Blarcom, Engineer Fred Hanson, Field Supervisor Donald Wagner and Office Manager Larrie Davis.

Also present were Norman L. Hunt and Shonna Davis.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING: On a motion by Director Farrell and a second by Director Stone, the minutes of the Regular Meeting of May 18, 2010 were unanimously approved.  
CASH DISBURSEMENTS:  The Board reviewed the cash disbursements for the month of May 2010.  In the future Director Farrell would like large items charged on the American Express card itemized for Board review.  On a motion by Director Farrell and a second by Director Davis the cash disbursements for May 2010 were unanimously approved.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.  
BEACON TANK REHABILITATION PROJECT:  The Board considered the Notice of Exemption and Attorney VanBlarcom reviewed the findings in that document.  
Manager Drew reviewed with the Board, the summary of bids received for the Beacon Tank Rehabilitation Project.  Bids submitted were Crosno Construction $287,700, Paso Robles Tank $288,500, Spiess Construction $267,500 and Superior Tank $218,093.  Albert A Webb and Associates and District staff recommend awarding the bid to Superior Tank.  Spiess Construction sent a letter to the District regarding irregularities they believe occurred with the Superior Tank bid.  The Board was made aware of the alleged irregularities. 
J Colon Coatings provided a proposal in the amount of $83,720 for the interior and exterior coating for the Beacon II Tank and spot repairs and coating for the Beacon I Tank.  The proposal does not include any miscellaneous repairs that may need to be made to the steel floor or interior tank walls that may be revealed after sandblasting is finished.

The following motion was made by Director Davis, seconded by Director Stone and unanimously approved by the Board of Directors:  Motion to (1) approve the Notice of Exemption, adopt the findings set forth therein and direct the General Manager to file the Notice as required by law; (2) Waive any irregularities and award the bid for Beacon Tank Rehabilitation to Superior Tank for the price of $218,093; (3) Approve the proposal from J Colon Coatings for the coating of Beacon II and spot repair of Beacon I in the amount of $83,720.

ADOPT RESOLUTION NO. 386 DETERMINING APPROPRIATION LIMITATION FOR FISCAL YEAR 2010-2011:  Manager Drew discussed the proposed resolution with the Board.  The proposed resolution uses “the percentage change in California per capita personal income from the preceding year” as the “change in the cost of living” factor and the “change of population within the county in which it is located” as the “change in population” factor.  The proposed Appropriation Limitation for fiscal year 2010-11 is $1,067,307.

On a motion by Director Stone and a second by Director Wiegand, the Board adopted Resolution No. 386, determining the Appropriation Limitation for fiscal year 2010-11 to be $1,067,307 on the following roll call vote:

METER REPLACEMENT PROGRAM:  Manager Drew reviewed with the Board discount pricing offered by Measurement Control Systems (MCS).  The District received a quotation from MCS with a 6% discount on all of the remaining meters, MTU’s, meter box lids and mounting brackets the District needs to complete the meter replacement program.  The 6% discount would save the District $82,877 over the remaining life of the meter replacement program.  The meter replacement program has been completely funded and is currently invested with the State of California Local Area Investment Fund (LAIF).  LAIF funds are currently earning .56%.  
Director Davis made a motion which was seconded by Director Wiegand to take advantage of the 6% discount and purchase all the meters now.  The motion passed with a vote of 4 to 0 with Director Stone abstaining.
On a motion by Director Farrell and a second by Director Davis the previous motion to take advantage of the 6% discount and purchase all the meters now was unanimously rescinded.

After further discussion, on a motion by Director Davis and a second by Director Stone, the Board unanimously authorized the General Manager to negotiate with MCS for the best possible price for the purchase of the remaining inventory.

STATUS REPORT ON REVIEW/UPDATES OF VULNERABILITY ASSESSMENT, HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLAN:  Manager Drew reported that all three plans are in the process of being updated.

Office Manager Davis attended the Hazard Mitigation Plan Kick-Off Meeting in Ontario on June 11, 2010 to learn the process for the 2010 Hazard Mitigation Plan (HMP) Update.  The Office of Emergency Services received grant money to pay for the services of a consultant.  As a result, the District will not incur costs for participating in the 2010 HMP Update.

MANAGER’S REPORT:  Manager Drew reported that Regional Parks is under order to reduce the lake level by five feet.  A community meeting is to be held at the Alpenhorn News office at 5:00 pm tonight, June 15, 2010.

A $500 discount was received on the purchase of the asphalt roller.  The hooks to attach the roller to a dump truck have not yet been delivered. 
Manager Drew reminded Directors that Ethics and Sexual Harassment Training is required every two years.  There are free classes available online.
DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  None.
As there was no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 4:34 pm.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 20, 2010.
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
